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Abstract – These guidelines detail the formatting of the manuscript and the procedure for submission. Please limit your Abstract to no more than 250 words (this will also be your Program Abstract).

Keywords – maximum of 5 terms.
Introduction

These guidelines for authors were formulated to standardise the formatting and submissions procedures of all full and short papers. Please follow these guidelines closely.
Procedure for submission of paper
Full papers must be submitted electronically on the online submission system. Short papers will already have had their Extended Abstract accepted for the conference. Each paper must be accompanied by a valid registration to ensure that it is published in the Conference Proceedings. The deadline for submission of paper online is 20 September 2010.  The paper is to be submitted in .doc format.

Formatting your paper

All material, including text, illustrations and charts, must be confined within a margin area of 2cm (top and bottom, left and right) in an A4-sized layout. The manuscript should be typed in 11 point Times Roman font, single-spaced. Full Refereed Papers should be a maximum of 5,000 words in length. Short Papers should be a maximum of 3000 words. The final manuscript must not exceed ten (10) pages, inclusive of figures, tables and reference list which should be placed near to the body of the text where they are referred to. Please do not number the pages.
a. Main Title

The main title (on the first page) should begin from the top edge of the page, centred, and in 14-point, bold Arial font.

b. Author Name(s) and Affiliation(s)

Centre author names beneath the title in 12-point bold Arial font. Centre affiliations and contact details beneath the authors’ names, in 11-point, normal Times Roman font. 
c. Type styles and fonts

Wherever Times is specified, either Times, Times Roman or Times New Roman is permissible. If your word processor has neither, please use the font closest in appearance. Avoid bit-mapped fonts. 
d. Text

Type your main text in 11-point Times, single-spaced. Allow clear spacing between paragraphs. It is not necessary to indent paragraphs. Be sure your text is aligned left.

e. Figures and Tables

Figure captions should be beneath the figures; table captions above the table. Words are preferred over symbols in the caption. Equations, illustrations, graphs, and photographs should be numbered sequentially.  Figures and Tables should be numbered consecutively throughout the paper. Permission from the copyright holder must be obtained for any third party copyright works: figures, tables, diagrams included in your paper.
References
References are important to the reader, therefore, each citation must be complete and correct. If possible, references should be commonly available publications. List all references in alphabetical order at the end of your paper using standard American Psychological Association (APA) format. When referenced in the text, give author’s name with year of publication in brackets.
